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required for dredging, bulkhead construction, and similar activities. DEC permits are required 
for freshwater and tidal wetlands dredging, bulkhead construction, and similar activities.  

Beginning in the fall of 2007, the Village undertook a collaborative project to dredge the 
Patchogue River channel, financed with State, County, Town, Village and private funding. The 
$1.2 million project dredged and piped ashore approximately 28,000 cubic yards of dirt from the 
bottom of the Patchogue River into polypropylene mesh tubes, also known as Geo-Tubes. The 
tubes allowed for the materials to dry over a 2- to 3-month process, after which the sediments 
were trucked to the nearby Brookhaven Town landfill in Yaphank. Temporary storage for the 
tubes was provided on a former industrial property on the west side of the River. The DEC has 
approved the use of Geo-Tubes as a less environmentally intrusive method of de-watering, and 
this method lessens the amount of time needed to de-water spoils.1
